The duo has now received 13 GRAMMY 
nominations, including a 2025 nomination for Best Country Duo/Group Performance, and they’re recognized as 
perennial favorites across country music with six CMA Vocal Duo of the Year wins and four ACM Duo of the Year 
titles—along with multiple CMA and ACM Awards overall. 
Fans can also expect music spanning their acclaimed discography, including tracks from their self-titled 2023 
album featuring “Nobody’s Nobody,” the Break Mine EP, and their latest release, “Finish This Drink,” which 
arrived April 4, 2025. 
In 2026, Brothers Osborne will celebrate the 10-year anniversary of Pawn Shop—the breakthrough album that 
launched a decade of bold, genre-defying country and helped define the duo’s signature sound. They’re currently 
in the studio working on new music expected later this year. Ticket Presale will start on Wednesday, February 25, 
2026 at 10 a.m., and Public On-Sale Friday, February 27, 2026 at 10 a.m.
